Statement of Faith
March 2025

1. God

We believe in one eternal God who exists in
three persons—Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit—who created all things and sovereignly
rules over His creation.

(ACI; REC 1.1, 2.1; HC Q27-28; WC 2.1; Gen
1:1; Matt 28:19; Col 1:16-17; Isa 46:9-10)

2. The Bible

We believe the Bible is God’s inspired,
infallible Word, and our supreme authority for
faith and life.

(REC 2.1; AC preface; HC Q19; WC 1.4; 2 Tim
3:16-17; Psa 119:105; Matt 4:4; 2 Pet 1:21)

3. Jesus Christ

We believe that Jesus Christ, being truly God
and truly human, was born of a virgin, lived
without sin, died for our sins, rose bodily
from the dead, ascended into heaven where
He now rules from the right hand of the
father, and will return in glory to judge all
people.

(AC III; REC 1.3, 2.3; John 1:1, 14; Isa 7:14; 1
Cor 15:3-4; Acts 1:11; Rev 20:12)

4. Original Sin

We believe that through Adam’s fall, all
humanity inherits original sin, corrupting our
nature and placing us under God’s just
condemnation until redeemed by His grace.
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(AC II; REC 1.2, 2.5; HC Q7-8; Gen 3:17-19;
Rom 3:23; Rom 5:12; Eph 2:3)

5. Salvation

We believe salvation comes solely by God’s
grace through His gift of faith in Christ, apart
from human works or merit, and that through
faith, God declares us righteous in His sight.
(AC IV; REC 1.4, 2.5; HC Q60-61; Eph 2:8-9;
Rom 3:28; Gal 2:16; Phil 3:9)

6. The Means of Grace

We believe the Holy Spirit works through the
Word, Baptism, and the Lord’s Supper to
cultivate faith, and that through these means,
Christ graciously gives Himself to His people.
(AC V, XIII; HC Q65-66, 69, 75; Rom 10:17;
Matt 28:19; Luke 22:19-20; 1 Cor 10:16)

7. Good Works

We believe that genuine faith necessarily
produces good works, not as a means of
salvation but as the fruit of the Holy Spirit’s
transforming power in believers’ lives.

(AC VI; REC 2.5, 2.6; HC Q86; Jam 2:17; Eph
2:10; Matt 5:16; Gal 5:22-23)
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8. The Church

We believe that the true Church is the
assembly of God’s people, called, gathered,
and united together in Christ through the
faithful preaching of the Gospel and the right
administration of the sacraments.

(AC VII, VIII; REC 1.4, 2.7; WC 25.2-3; Acts
2:42; Eph 4:4-5; Heb 10:25; Matt 16:18)

9. Civil Government

We believe that civil government is instituted
by God to uphold justice and peace, and that
Christians may serve within it for the common
good.

(AC XVI; WC 23; Rom 13:1-2; 1 Pet 2:13-14;
Tit 3:1; Matt 22:21)

10. The Last Things

We believe in the resurrection of the dead,
the final judgment, and the eternal hope of a
new heavens and new earth where
righteousness dwells, in which believers will
enjoy eternal life in God’s presence, while
those who reject Christ will be cast away from
Him into everlasting torments.

(AC XVII; REC 1.5, WC 32.2-3, 33.2; 2.8;
John 5:28-29; 2 Pet 3:13; Rev 21:1-4; Matt
25:46)

referencing the Heidelberg Catechism and
Westminster Confession, has been based
primarily on the Augsburg Confession (1530)
and the Reformed Evangelical Confession.
